provides street-level access to the walkable town.

The Studio (635 sf) — This enchanting fifth-floor boardroom offers a unique
blend of art and musical storytelling ideal for brainstorming, team meetings
or intimate gatherings. Glass doors lead to an outdoor terrace where

sweeping views await.

The Pavilion (4,000 sf) — Easily dressed up or down, The Pavilion provides a
blank page for guests and planners to create their masterpiece. Surrounded
by lush, vibrant landscaping and overlooking a lake, this outdoor venue can

be used open-air or tented, making it ideal for year-round events.

The boutique hotel’s 193 guest rooms and suites feature custom-designed
elements, tailor-made furnishings, and warm natural tones to awaken the
senses and stir imagination.
